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One big reason we took on the work of our UPLIFT

renovations was to open the doors of our building

even wider to the public.

We're accomplishing that with recreation classes,

scouting programs, and concert events like our

inaugural Christmas Music Revue. We're also in

conversation with several non-profit organizations

as we explore ways to launch new programs and

better utilize the space we have on E Shelby Dr.

But 6:00PM Worship on Christmas Eve is a prime

opportunity for us to welcome new families, to

invite friends who are making resolutions to

connect with a faith community in 2022, and to say

'Hello' to neighbors who have wanted to visit.
